GATEWAY PARANORMAL SOCIETY
MEMBERSHIP GUIDELINES 2010
APPLICATION PROCESS:
Application for membership to Gateway Paranormal Society (G.P.S) is by way of an Application Form and Interview process. 

ACCEPTANCE:
Acceptance to Gateway Paranormal Society (G.P.S) is at the discretion of current G.P.S. Committee members, by way of an anonymous voting system. – A majority vote being needed for Probationary membership to be offered. 
No reason will be given for non-acceptance of members – as the voting system remains anonymous we do not ask Committee members their personal reasons for acceptance or non-acceptance of a member.

PROBATIONERY MEMBERSHIP:
A probationary period of no less than three months will be offered to persons completing a successful interview.  This Probationary period can be extended if necessary. Membership fees are due payable upon acceptance of a Probationary membership.

FULL MEMBERSHIP:
After the Probationary Period has been successfully completed, Full membership to Gateway Paranormal Society will be offered. With Full Membership come full rights and privileges as described in any membership documentation. 

RULES OF MEMBERSHIP – INTRODUCTORY (Full rules will be given upon Probationary membership)
1. ALL MEMBERS (inc. Probationary) are expected to attend regular G.P.S. meetings.
2. Members are expected to behave in a Professional manner at all times while promoting Gateway Paranormal Society (G.P.S)
3. The G.P.S Logo, Associated Literature, and Uniform remain the sole property of Gateway Paranormal Society (G.P.S) and must not be used inappropriately or for personal gain, by members.
4. All Member Accounts (written or otherwise) Photographs, Recordings, etc. obtained during the course of Investigations remain the property of G.P.S. 
5. Members of GPS are liable for their own costs incurred during Investigations, Events and attending any G.P.S. related meetings. 
6. Members of G.P.S. are encouraged to have their own Insurances to cover any loss and/or damage incurred by them during the course of G.P.S. Investigations, Events and/or meetings. 
7. Members are expected to share all costs equally, where necessary and required.
8. Members are expected to share equipment, expertise and methods with other G.P.S. group members.
9. Members are expected to treat all information gained during Investigations as STRICTLY CONFIDENTIAL. Members should not divulge ANY INFORMATION to a third party without express permission to do so given by G.P.S. Committee Members.
10. Membership Fees remain the property of G.P.S and will not be returned due to failure to complete the Probationary Period, or due to a member choosing to leave prematurely.
11. Membership, Rights and Privileges can be withdrawn or changed at any time at the discression of G.P.S. Committee members.
12. Membership will be reviewed and/or renewed annually.
13. Membership can and will be revoked at any time for any of the following:
Unacceptable or Threatening Behaviour / Rude, Abusive Language, / Failure to follow G.P.S. Rules / Endangering the Safety of G.P.S. Members and/or Members of the Public.
